21 Day Prayer Guide 
 

WEEK 1: SEEKING GOD’S PRESENCE 
 
Day 1 (Jan 8) – Draw Near to God 
Scripture: James 4:8 – “Draw near to God, and He will draw near to you.” 
Prayer Point: Ask God to help you prioritize His presence in your life and draw near to Him 
daily. 
 
Day 2 (Jan 9) – God’s Faithfulness 
Scripture: Lamentations 3:22-23 – “The steadfast love of the Lord never ceases; His 
mercies never come to an end; they are new every morning; great is Your faithfulness.” 
Prayer Point: Thank God for His faithfulness and ask Him to help you trust Him more 
deeply. 
 
Day 3 (Jan 10) – Holy Spirit’s Guidance 
Scripture: John 16:13 – “When the Spirit of truth comes, He will guide you into all the 
truth.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for the Holy Spirit to guide your steps and give you wisdom in every 
decision. 
 
Day 4 (Jan 11) – God’s Peace 
Scripture: Philippians 4:6-7 – “Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything by 
prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God.” 
Prayer Point: Bring your concerns to God and ask for His peace to guard your heart and 
mind. 
 
Day 5 (Jan 12) – Power in Prayer 
Scripture: Jeremiah 33:3 – “Call to Me and I will answer you, and will tell you great and 
hidden things that you have not known.” 
Prayer Point: Ask God to deepen your understanding of the power of prayer and trust His 
answers. 
 
Day 6 (Jan 13) – Seeking First the Kingdom 
Scripture: Matthew 6:33 – “But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and 
all these things will be added to you.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for a heart focused on God’s kingdom and priorities. 
 
Day 7 (Jan 14) – Thanksgiving for His Goodness 
Scripture: Psalm 100:4 – “Enter His gates with thanksgiving, and His courts with praise! 
Give thanks to Him; bless His name!” 
Prayer Point: Praise and thank God for His goodness in your life. 



 

WEEK 2: PERSONAL GROWTH and RENEWAL 
 
Day 8 (Jan 15) – Renewal of the Mind 
Scripture: Romans 12:2 – “Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the 
renewal of your mind.” 
Prayer Point: Ask God to renew your mind and help you think in alignment with His Word. 
 
Day 9 (Jan 16) – Strength in the Lord 
Scripture: Isaiah 40:31 – “But they who wait for the Lord shall renew their strength.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for renewed strength and endurance in your spiritual walk. 
 
Day 10 (Jan 17) – Overcoming Temptation 
Scripture: 1 Corinthians 10:13 – “God is faithful, and He will not let you be tempted beyond 
your ability.” 
Prayer Point: Ask for God’s strength to overcome temptation and stand firm in faith. 
 
Day 11 (Jan 18) – Walking in Love 
Scripture: Ephesians 5:2 – “Walk in love, as Christ loved us and gave Himself up for us.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for a heart that reflects Christ’s love in every interaction. 
 
Day 12 (Jan 19) – Fruit of the Spirit 
Scripture: Galatians 5:22-23 – “But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, 
kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control.” 
Prayer Point: Ask God to cultivate the fruit of the Spirit in your life. 
 
Day 13 (Jan 20) – Faith that Moves Mountains 
Scripture: Matthew 17:20 – “If you have faith like a grain of mustard seed…nothing will be 
impossible for you.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for an increase in faith to trust God for the impossible. 
 
Day 14 (Jan 21) – Victory in Spiritual Battles 
Scripture: Ephesians 6:10-11 – “Be strong in the Lord and in the strength of His might. Put 
on the whole armor of God.” 
Prayer Point: Ask God for victory in spiritual battles and protection from the enemy. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



WEEK 3: INTERCEDING FOR OTHERS 
 
Day 15 (Jan 22) – Praying for Family 
Scripture: Joshua 24:15 – “As for me and my house, we will serve the Lord.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for God’s blessing, unity, and salvation for your family. 
 
Day 16 (Jan 23) – Praying for the Church 
Scripture: Ephesians 4:16 – “From whom the whole body, joined and held together…makes 
the body grow so that it builds itself up in love.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for Memphis Tabernacle to grow in unity, love, and spiritual maturity. 
 
Day 17 (Jan 24) – Praying for the Nation 
Scripture: 2 Chronicles 7:14 – “If My people who are called by My name humble 
themselves…I will heal their land.” 
Prayer Point: Intercede for the nation, asking God for healing and revival. 
 
Day 18 (Jan 25) – Praying for the Lost 
Scripture: Luke 19:10 – “For the Son of Man came to seek and to save the lost.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for the salvation of people who don’t yet know Jesus. 
 
Day 19 (Jan 26) – Praying for Unity 
Scripture: John 17:21 – “That they may all be one, just as You, Father, are in Me, and I in 
You.” 
Prayer Point: Pray for unity in the Body of Christ and healing of divisions. 
 
Day 20 (Jan 27) – Praying for God’s Will 
Scripture: Matthew 6:10 – “Your kingdom come, Your will be done, on earth as it is in 
heaven.” 
Prayer Point: Surrender to God’s will in your life and pray for His plans to prevail. 
 
Day 21 (Jan 28) – Praying for Revival 
Scripture: Habakkuk 3:2 – “O Lord, I have heard the report of You…in the midst of the years 
revive it.” 
Prayer Point: Ask God for a fresh outpouring of His Spirit and revival in your heart, church, 
and community.
